News from Class 1  
This week in class one, we have been continuing our work on ôLost and Foundõ and have been 

retelling the story. We have looked at using ôbutõ to extend our sentences and practised 

describing the characters from the story. Next week we will be writing our stories ready 

to share with Kettlewell during our visit there on Thursday. The visit will take place during 

the school day and we will return in plenty of time for  normal pick up time. School packed 

lunches will be provided for those pupils who already order a school lunch.   As well as shar-

ing our story writing and story telling, we will be doing other activities linked to our story.  

In maths, Reception children have been telling number stories -  

  ôThere are 2 frogs not in the pond. There are 2 frogs in the pond. There are 4 frogs         

 altogetherõ.  

Year 1 have been using equipment to make different representations of two digit numbers 

and have used inequalities signs ô , > and + to compare them. Year 2 have learnt about arrays 

and have used their knowledge for problem stories.  

In our topic lessons, we have designed and made boats. This afternoon we have been test-

ing them. You could ask your child what happened.  

Please continue to record any learning at home in your child's home school diary. We often 

give out stickers and half termly prizes to encourage pupils to read at least 5 times a 

week.  

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 
 
 



News from Class 2  

Another week of great learning! Yesterday we had a fantastic maths lesson, all the children were on 

showing their best behaviour for learning, staying focused and on task, completing the work to the 

best of their ability, tackling challenges head on, persevering and not giving up, as well as having a 

good level of ôlearning volumeõ. They children were all really proud of themselves.  

In Maths, Year 6 have been looking at long division using a formal method, Year 5 were using their 

times table knowledge to learn the formal method of long multiplication, Year 4 have been multiply-

ing three numbers using different ways to explain their thinking and understanding as well as know 

about factor pairs and Year 3 have been multiplying and dividing by 3 and 4 using their problem solv-

ing skills.  

In English, the children have been really busy on learning all about non chronological reports, have 

analysed and annotated text for itõs features and used these features to plan their own report on 

Rocks. They have also been researching the internet, using specific language to pinpoint what they 

need to find out and making concise notes to help them write their non chronological reports at the 

beginning of next week. The children know a lot about rocks and have completed different investiga-

tions and so have a lot of first hand knowledge to include in their writing.  

We have also been looking at African Art in particular ôGakongaõ inspired art. The children have rec-

reated a piece of ôGakongaõ art as well as planned and completed their own  ôGakongaõ inspired piece.
